Requirements for financial institutions

Applications via an agency
* A copy of the offer letter sent to you via the agency and
one of the following:
- A credit card/bank statement’ in English dated within
the last three months
- A VISA/MasterCard/American Express/Diners Card
statement’ that is no more than three months old
- A national photo ID card?/driving licence? that has your

name and overseas residential address on it

! Supporting documents must be issued/dated less than three months ago, confirm your overseas residential address and must be either the

original or a certified copy of the document.
2 Only national photo ID cards issued within the EU are acceptable.

3 Only driving licences from certain countries can be accepted (please contact us for more information) and we are unable to accept provisional

driving licences.
